SECTION 1

General Introduction

It's importance for users of official statistics to
be aware of all methodologies, paths and
methods which are undertaken to produce such
statistics to achieve transparency and credibility
in presentation.In this context, the methodology
of implementing the Labor Force Sample
Survey and adopted concepts and definitions are
presented in this bulletin.

The bulletin consists of the following sections:

First: Historical Review

1- The history of Labor force survey in Egypt
began since 1957, the first round took place
in November during the same year, since
then  the survey  has continued
implementation in successive periodicity in
quarterly, semi —annual and annually till
now.

2- Starting from October of 2006, the executive
work of labor force survey is developed
through concentrating upon developing the
questionnaire used in such survey
through adding number of flashlights
questions that help in accurate determine
of sustain private work status for each
individual of family members (employed,
unemployed, out of labor force .....etc)
before completing employment data or
unemployment characteristics and updating
some questions already exist and rearranged
in a more logical method .
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3- Starting from January of 2008, the used

methodology in collecting data has been
developed to be more representative of the
reality of society during survey period by
dividing the sample for each governorate into
five parts and fulfill every part alone semi
monthly periodically throughout the three
months ( middle and end of month).

Starting from January of 2012, and applying
to the international recommendations of not
adding more questions to keep high quality
data level, short questionnaire have been
designed to get main labor market indicators
.The short questionnaire is applied in three
rounds (Jan. — Mar)., (April — June), (Oct. —
Dec.),The long questionnaire is applied in the
third round (July — Sep.). It includes
household housing conditions and migration
questions.

Starting from the first quarter (Jan. - Mar.2015),
the age structure of population has been taken
into consideration during weighting the data to
represent the different age groups of population
in society and the effect of each group on the
employment and unemployment. Also, the data
presented in this bulletin have been improved
and some tables have been added to suit the
needs of researchers, planners and scholars. The
data presented in the tables represented as
percentages of total figures after weighing the
data. In addition the number of sample is
included in the same tables according to status of
populationManpower,employment,
unemployment ...).That is because the sample
size of the quarter doesn’t permit to include the
absolute figures. The annual bulletin includes the
four rounds of survey. The tables include the
absolute figures after weighting.
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6- At the beginning of the first quarter in 2018
(January-March),the ~ sample  design  was
developed. sample size was withdrawn 50% of the
(panel households) visited in the same quarter last
year and 50% of the sample size (new
households) visited for the first time, as well as to
divide the sample of each governorate into six
parts instead of five , in addition to Develop
research questions according to the goals of
Nineteenth Congress of Labor Statistics held at
Geneva in 2013, therefore new questions to
measure informal employment and the informal
sector. An application for the new questionnaire
has been designed and implemented on the tablet,
Entry application has been designed for the new
questionnaire so that the question will be
completed on the field and then The data is
entered through the researchers at the offices,
correcting the errors first-hand and returning to
the family again and sending data daily.

Second: Survey objectives

1- Measuring the Egyptian civilian labor force and its
characteristics.

2- Measuring the level of employment in different
geographic areas of the republic.

3- Measuring the geographic distribution of the
employed persons according to the following
characteristics :

(Sex — age— educational status — employment
status — occupation — economic activity— sector —
stability in work — work hours).

4- Measuring unemployment level in the various
geographic areas of the republic.

5- Measuring the geographic distribution of

unemployed persons according to the following
characteristics:
Sex — age — educational status — period of
unemployment—unemployment  nature  (worked
before / never worked before) — occupation and
economic activity of the unemployed who have
never worked before. The survey annual bulletin
includes all those variables while the quarterly
bulletin is limited to some specific variables.

SECTION 2

Sample Design and Selection
The sample of Labor Force Survey is a two-
stage stratified cluster sample and self-weighted
to the extent practical.

First: Sample Size:
Sample size designed for Second quarter

2019 (apr. - Jun.) is 22500 households, which are
divided into 12186 new households that selected
from master sample2018, and 10314 panel
households for the same quarter 2018 that
selected from master sample 2010.

Second: Cluster Size:
The cluster size is 18 households.

Third: Sampling stages:

(1)_First sampling stage:

A. Primary Sampling Unit:

e The 2006 Population Census provided
adequate data at the level of the
Enumeration Area (EA's). The first
stage  electronic list of EA's
represented  sample  design  the
corresponding number of census
households is taken as a measurement
of size (MOS). The average size of an
(EA) is 200 household. The number of
(EA's), which is selected as master
sample is 5024 (EA's).

e The 2018 sample was increased by
more than the actual increase in the
number of households according to the
2017 census. The sample size of 2017
was 2 million households, twice the
size of the basic sample in 2010.
According to 2017 census data,
Households in the Arab Republic of
Egypt, about 23.5 million households,
that increased about 35% compared to
the number of households in the 2006
census.
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B- Sample Allocation among Governorates:

Governorate is considered the primary
main strata that divided into substrata

A. Sample frame first Stage:

The Census lists of EA's for each strata
constitute the frame of the sample first stage.
The identification information appears on the
EA's list includes District code,(Shiakha
/Village)code,  Census  Supervisor  and
enumerator numbers, Census Supervisor
number is unique at the level of (Shiakha /
Village), while the enumerator number is
unique within the EA enumeration assigned to
supervisor.

During investigating the list of EA's with
regard to the number of households and their
consistency with each EA, it has been found that
number of households at  these EA's are below
the average ( less than 200 household ). The
reason for that is some enumerators included
institutional households which have been
excluded later and included only households in
habiting private housing. As a result, a decision
was made to adjoin any EA with less than 160
H.H. to an adjacent one. Thus, in those
exceptional cases the primary Sampling Units
(PSU) consists of two EA’s.

To select the primary sampling units
(Sampling first stage), the frame was arranged
to provide implicit stratification with regard to
the geographic location, where the urban of each
governorate was arranged in a spiral according
to the geographic location (kism / district). The
same sort of ordering was made on the rural
frame, but according to the district location. The
systematic selection of EA's sample from such a
sorted frame will ensure balanced distribution of
the sample over the substrata of respective
governorates,

After this stage, the sample was selected with
probability proportional to Size (PPS), of census
households number in EA (200 households) was
taken as a Measure of Size (MOS).

D-Division of Primary Sampling Unit:

Primary sampling unit (5024 EA) was

divided into four rounds, each has (1257

EA).

Then the household sample was then selected

from each EA with equal probability, using

the systematic selection method normally.

The occupational classification of 2005
which is derived from the 1988
International Standard Classification of
Occupation (ISCO) “ first four
international digits ““ and (2) coding
occupations into six digits after slightly
modification to suit Egypt's conditions.

4- Classification of Industry (economic

activity )

The use of the Industry Classification of
2007 which is derived from the
International Standard Industry
Classification (ISIC) - Revision Four- “ in
the first four international digits
“tabulation categories and (2) in the
coding process at the level of six digits
after slightly modification to suit Egypt's
conditions.

5- Administrative Classification

The Administrative Classification has
been used in coding statistical data
geographically according to governorates,
kism, Marks and villages as well as the
new cities established inside all
governorates.
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Definitions and Concepts

First: Survey Unit

The household has been taken as the survey unit.
It is defined as: one person or a group of persons
who share the living (food and house) regardless
of whether they are relatives or marriage
relationship. The dejure enumeration is applied.

1- According to this definition, household
members include:

A. Persons who are usually living with the
household and are present during the time
of survey.

B. Persons who are usually living with the
household but temporarily absent inside
Egypt at the time of the survey (less than 6
months).

C. Servants who are sharing the household
food and accommodation.

D. Soldiers persons, reserve officers present or
absent at household.

E. Civilians working for the military force

F. Persons who are working at police agency
(police staff, civilians).

2-The following are excluded from the
household members

A. Armed forces officers and Non-
commissioned officers (NCO), since the
survey is conducted to the civilian labor
force only.

B. The household members who live abroad
6 months or more.

C. Household members who are absent
6 months or more.

D. Guests and visitors.

Second: Periodicity:
The survey is currently conducted in four
rounds annually (Jan-Mar) «(Apr-Jun)
«(Jul-sep) (.Oct-Dec.) in order to take into
consideration the seasonality of employment
and unemployment.

Third: Reference Period
Employment and unemployment data,

have been collected with reference
period ( week)
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Fourth: Basic Definitions and Concept

In this survey, CAPMAS applies all
recommendations, concepts and definitions
issued by the UN and ILO in particular as stated
in the following:

1- Manpower:

The manpower includes the whole
population excluding the following
categories:

A. Children (less than 6 years).

B. Persons of 65 years or more who
don't work or have no desire to
work and don't seek for work.

C. Totally disabled persons.

These three categories are classified as

Economically inactive population".

The manpower is divided into:

A- Labor force :

They are the individuals aged (15 years and
above) who are actually contributing,
physically or mentally, to any economic
activity relevant to commodities or services
productions (employed), in addition to the
persons who are physically able to work ,
willing to work, and actively seeking for
work, but they didn't find it (unemployed)
during the reference period.

(1) Employed:
They are the individuals of (15 years and

above) who are performing any economic
activity for some time (one hour at least)
during the short reference period (one
week)  whether inside or outside
establishments.

Included in this definition, the individuals
assigned to a job but couldn't practice it
over the period of survey because of Illness
— injury — holidays—training or
scholarship—labor dispute-work
irregularity in the establishment for
temporary reasons or work nature. As an
exception, individuals who are engaged in
a work, but they are in unpaid leaves for
one year or more as long as they don't work
during the survey week are excluded from
the working population.
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(2)Unemployed:
They are individuals aged (15 -64 years)
who are physically able to work, willing to
work and actively seeking work, but did not
find it during the week preceding.
Unemployed persons include those who
have work contract with employer according
to which they will start working after survey
reference week .workers suspended from
work ,temporarily for unknown duration are
also included as long as they are actively
seeking work and cannot find it and did not
earn any wages during the survey reference
week.
Unemployment is divided into:

- Previously employed, but did not work
during the survey week, according to the
above definition.

- Newly unemployed including graduates who
have not started their working life yet.

B- Out of labor force:

They are the individuals in the age of (6 -64

years) years old who are physically able to

work but don't have the desire to work and

don't look for it during the survey period for

one or more of the following reasons:

(1) Family circumstances. (Dedicated to
house work).

(2) Preparation for entering into the labor
market (full time students).

(3) No work desire (is not interested).

(4) Retired persons under the age of 65
years.

(5) The disability that temporary prevents
individual from work.

(6) Persons who are in unpaid leaves for one
year or more and don't work.

Other temporary reasons such as :

(1) Individuals who are in compulsory

military service.

(2) Hospitalized persons who are not

engaged in work.

(3) Prisoners.

(4) Persons who are temporary
suspended form work as long as
he/she is not paid a wage or looks for
work.

(5) University graduate who performs
the public service.

SECTION 5
Implementation Stages

First: Field work

1- The field staff was selected from the most

experienced persons...

2- Central training program for supervisors was

conducted at CAPMAS in Cairo and locally
in governorates for interviewers and field
editors.

3- Supervision program was implemented on

collections data persons in all governorates to
check the field work.

4- Data were collected by using personal

interview method for household in dwelling
and it had been obtained from the head of
household or his wife or any eligible person
in case of their absence.

5- Duties and responsibilities of all levels of

field staff (interviewer, editor and supervisor)
were defined to enable them perform their
tasks accurately and on time.

Second: Data Processing

1- Coding
Specialized staff is responsible for
coding data of activity, occupation and
geographical identification according
to activity, occupation and
geographical ~manual, thus the
questionnaires be valid for data entry.

2- Data entry and tabulations
It included machine data entry, and
data validation and tabulation as well
as preparing a final survey bulletin.
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Third: Quality Control Procedures

The precision of survey results depends to a
large extent on how the survey has been
conducted. As such, it was deemed crucial to
exert much effort and to take necessary actions
towards rigorous preparation for the present
survey. The preparatory activities, included set

up the general framework of survey
implementation such as:
I- Applying the recent international

recommendations of different concepts
and definitions.

2- Evaluating the quality of data in all
different Implementation stages to
avoid or minimize errors to the lowest
level possible through:

A. Implementing field editing after
finishing data collection for
households in governorates to
avoid any errors in suitable
time.

B. Re-interviewing a sample of
households by Quality Control
Department at CAPMAS and
examining the differences with
the original responses.
