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Data
Data are available as STATA .dta files.
Data are individual level (but with household characteristics merged with each individual)

Key variables
· indid: unique individual identifier
· hhid: unique household identifier
· pn: line number within household
· age: age
· sex: sex
· nationality: nationality

Weights
· expan_hh: this is the household expansion weight for the full sample. This is the main weight you should use in cross-sectional analyses on the household level (using variables from household questionnaire, household level analyses). 
· expan_indiv: this is the cross-sectional individual expansion weight for individual youth who responded to the individual questionnaire (accounts for non-responses). This is the main weight you should use in analyses on the individual youth level (using variables from individual youth questionnaire or individual youth level analyses).

Questionnaires
The questionnaire is divided into two parts:
1.	Household questionnaire
2.	Individual questionnaire

English and Arabic questionnaires for each of these parts are available.

Question # corresponds to variable q# 
Note that geographic identifiers below the governorate level were dropped for the public release data.

Data on:
· Residential moves
· Trainings
· Time use activities
· Jobs in the labor history

Has been reshaped wide, so variables repeat for instances (moves; trainings; time use activities; jobs in the labor history). For example, q4004_2 is the response to q4004 (what was the activity you did) for the second (#2) activity within the time use module.
